Neville Berridge, Taawhi Kerehona, Kathleen Kerehona, 
Clarence Ormsby, myself and Kathy Litchfield (wife of the late 
Vietnam Veteran Val Litchfield) attended Kenõs funeral on 
Tuesday 16th June 2009. 
 
598159 LCpl Ken Deacon served in the NZ Army firstly in 
the Reserve Forces from 8 November 1960 to 6 October 1961 
and then rejoined the Army again but this time as a Regular 
force soldier on the 23 September 1964 to 3 September 1969 a 
total of six years of loyal and dedicated service to the NZ 
Defence Force. 
 
However, it was during Kenõs time in the Regular Force that 
he served in Vietnam with 161 Battery of the Royal NZ 
Artillery during the period July 1965 to November 1966.  161 
Battery served with the 1st Australian Task Force in support 
of Australian and New Zealand Infantry units.  161 Battery 
was sent to Vietnam in June 1965 and left Vietnam in May 
1971.  Approximately 750 members of 161 Battery served in 
Vietnam with tours usually for 12 months or more.   
 
For his services in the NZDF, Ken was awarded the New 
Zealand Operational Service Medal for services in a theatre of 
operation since 3 September 1945, the Vietnam Medal for 
services in Vietnam, the New Zealand General Service Medal 
1992 (Warlike) for service in warlike operations and the South 
Vietnamese Campaign Medal awarded by the Government of 
South Vietnam to New Zealand and Australian Forces who 
served in Vietnam. 
 
Incidentally, you will note the Australia Flag and Slouch Hat 
along with the NZ Flag and Lemon Squeezer.  Ken also served 
in the ADF and did a second tour to Vietnam with them.

NZ Forces involved in exchange of gunfire in 
Afghanistan  

A patrol from 
the New 
Zealand 
Provincial 
Reconstructio
n Team 
(NZPRT) in 
Afghanistan 
was involved 
in an exchange 
of gunfire 
against 
insurgents who were targeting an Afghanistan National 
Police (ANP) compound overnight. 

The NZPRT patrol was in the compound conducting liaison 
with the ANP.  There were no New Zealand or ANP 
casualties. 

The patrol was in Do Abe, 50km North East of Kiwi Base in 
Bamyan, with the ANP after a recent improvised explosive

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device (IED) detonation at the local government officialõs 
office. 

The exchange of gunfire, lasting about 15 minutes, involved 
small arms and rocket propelled grenades from an estimated 
six to eight unidentified insurgents. 

The NZPRT patrol and the ANP returned fire.  Coalition air 
support was requested by Kiwi Base in Bamyan and two 
aircraft conducted an over-flight of the location shortly after 
the engagement.  The insurgents withdrew from their fire 
positions, ending the contact. 

There are no casualties reported to NZPRT or ANP personnel, 
or local civilians. 

The New Zealanders are now working with the ANP to 

ensure that security is maintained.

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Air Force, Exercise Tropic Twilight is supporting the-NZAID 
led humanitarian mission. During the 13 days that the 
Defence Force team will be on Pukapuka,  Regular and 
Territorial force soldiers will deliver health and engineering 
services to the islands residents.   

This morning (local time), HMNZS CANTERBURY hosted 
15 leaders from the island of Pukapuka for a ship 
tour. Commanding Officer of HMNZS CANTERBURY, 
Commander Jim Gilmour, says òIt was an opportunity for the 
local leaders to get an appreciation of CANTERBURYõs 
contribution to the humanitarian mission as to date they had 
only been able to witness activities on the ground.  

"All of our guests very much enjoyed their visit which 
concluded with lunch shared with members of my Shipõs 
Company before being returned to the island via Seasprite 
Helicopter early in the afternoon.ó 

Exercise Tropic Twilight, including all construction and 
medical/dental work, is well on track to be completed by 
Friday (local time) and will conclude with a farewell ceremony 
on the island.  

HMNZS CANTERBURY Shipõs Fund has donated sufficient 
money to enable a treat bag to be given to each of the islandõs 
children at the farewell ceremony as a gesture of goodwill. 

In addition, the support department onboard HMNZS 
CANTERBURY has identified excess provisions (that would 
otherwise have to be disposed of prior to CANTERBURYõs 
arrival back in New Zealand in compliance with New Zealand 
Ministry of Agriculture and Fisheries requirements) which 
will be donated and landed on the island before the shipõs 
departure. These provisions include sacks of potatoes, dry food 
and frozen meat. 

Once all personnel and equipment have been withdrawn from 
the island, HMNZS CANTERBURY will make her way to 
Apia to land the Embarked Force who will then be transported 
back to New Zealand via 40 Squadron's Boeing 757. 

HMNZS CANTERBURY is due back home at the Devonport 
Naval Base on Tuesday 23 June. 

Twin helo operations from HMNZS CANTERBURY  

Two SH-2G Seasprite helicopters work to move people,

For the first time since the commissioning of HMNZS 
CANTERBURY in June 2007, the ship sailed from New  

 
Zealand with two SH-2G Seasprite helicopters embarked to 
support Exercise Tropic Twilight 2009.  

The New 
Zealand 
Defence 
Force has 
deployed 67 
personnel to 
Pukapuka in 
the Cook 
Islands to 
conduct a 
range of 
medical and engineering civil aid tasks.  

Pukapuka is surrounded by a reef, and the sea passage that 
exists is difficult to negotiate. The challenge for the exercise 
planners was to find a way to move stores and people from the 
ship to shore safely and efficiently. 

The simultaneous operation of two Seasprite helicopters to 
move people and the medical and engineering stores between 
the ship and the Island has proved vital to achieving the 
exercise objectives. 

òThis is the first time the RNZN has deployed with two 
helicopters and has meant that all involved are gaining 
valuable experience in such operations. This capability has 
dramatically reduced the time to transfer stores and personnel; 
therefore the Land Forces can get on with their job sooneró 
says Lieutenant Commander Sam Richmond, Flight 
Commander HMNZS CANTERBURY. 

Transporting the land forces ashore took both helicopters two 
full days of flying with logistics staff, flight and deck crew 
working in a very humid tropical climate of 30 degrees 
Celsius. 

Planning is the key to success in any activity, and in this 
operation the three services have been working together to 
ensure that the medical and engineering supplies landed in the 
right order and in the right place. 

òLifting large and heavy loads in the tropics has been 
challenging as aircraft performance is reduced in the hot and 
humid conditions, but careful planning and coordination 
means that the exercise is so far going smoothlyó.

amphibious support ship HMNZS CANTERBURY, under 
the command of Commander Jim Gilmour, sailed from Apia 
on 1 June after participating in the Samoan Independence Day 
Parade. At 10:00 am the following morning, with the islands 
of Pukapuka 30 nautical miles away, CANTERBURY 
launched one of her two embarked Seasprite helicopters for a 
'recce' of the intended landing sites and to deliver the first 
personnel (four Cook Island officials including the local MP), 
and Ministry of Health personnel, ashore.  

On arrival in Pukapuka the Seasprite was enthusiastically 
greeted by a large number of children, excited to see a  

 
helicopter land so close to their school.  With the 'recce' 
complete, the Seasprite returned to CANTERBURY with 
three Cook Island customs and health inspectors onboard who 
were required to conduct the clearances to land NZ personnel 
from the ship.   

With clearances granted, the remaining Cook Island officials, 
NZ Army medical staff, Commander Amphibious Task Force 
(Commander Jim Gilmour), and Commander Land Forces, 
(Major Paul Hayward, NZ Army) were transported via the 
two embarked Seasprites to Motu Wale, the main island of 
Pukapuka. Just after midday, a traditional welcoming 
ceremony was conducted by the people of Pukapuka consisting 
of a colourful display of dancing and singing prior to the party 
being treated to some traditional island food.  

On completion of the ceremony, it was down to business 
starting with the mammoth task of transporting the embarked 
land force and equipment from ship to shore.  The two 
Seasprite Helicopters embarked onboard CANTERBURY flew 
continuously over the next 4 ½ hours between the ship and 
Motu Wale landing 40 medical and engineering personnel, 
three water tanks, numerous pallets of cargo, a generator, 
medical stores and a dental chair. 

The NZDF personnel onboard CANTERBURY, who made up 
the shipõs amphibious load team, worked tirelessly with the 
riggers ashore to ensure the correct loads made it to the flight 
deck and quickly cleared from the landing zone on Pukapuka.  

Helicopter operations recommenced at 9.00 am Wednesday 3 
June with the main effort of the day being to disembark the 
remaining personnel to the southern island of Motu Ko and 
transporting the remaining cargo to the islands of both Motu 
Ko and Motu Wale.  On completion of the initial tasking of 
the day Major Paul Hayward assumed control of the land 
mission ashore by organising the accommodation of the 
medical, dental and engineering personnel, food, water and 
equipment and ensuring communications back to the ship 
were well established. 

The main task for CANTERBURY for the next 10 days of the 
NZAID Humanitarian Mission to Pukapuka is to support the 
personnel ashore to enable them to complete all the assigned 
tasks on the island including a daily resupply of food and fresh 
water. 

Background 

HMNZS CANTERBURY, with an extra 60 personnel 
onboard consisting of NZ Army, Territorial Force and civilian 
medical and dental personnel onboard, has arrived in 
Pukapuka to commence Exercise TROPIC TWILIGHT. This 
exercise involves the Royal New Zealand Navy, New Zealand
